Green Financing as a Strategic Pillar
Eswatini Bank firmly states that green financing is a 
core strategic pillar of the institution. Green 
financing is embedded within the Bank’s corporate 
strategy and actively implemented as part of our 
long-term vision to drive sustainable economic 
transformation in the Kingdom of Eswatini.

The Green finance pillar contributes to Eswatini 
Bank’s vision by building and scaling a robust green 
financing portfolio that advances climate resilience, 
food security, inclusive growth, infrastructure 
development, and promotes a low-emission 
development path.  Eswatini Bank recognizes that 
sustainable development and green investments 
are mutually reinforcing drivers to building sound 
banking systems. Eswatini’s Bank recognizes that 
responsive environmental stewardship strengthens 
portfolio quality, mitigates long-term risks, and 
unlocks growth and new opportunities.

Our strategy aligns with the United Nations 
Sustainable Development Goals, particularly:

• SDG 1 – No Poverty
• SDG 2 – Zero Hunger

• SDG 8 – Decent Work and Economic Growth
• SDG 9 – Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure

These commitments are reflected not only in policy 
but in capital deployment, product development, 
and sector focus.

From Strategy to Implementation
Eswatini Bank has progressively developed and 
rolled out tailored green financing solutions that 
support:
• Climate-resilient agriculture and agribusiness 

value chains
• Clean and renewable energy investments
• Modern irrigation systems and water-use 

efficiency
• Environmentally controlled livestock and poultry 

production
• Sustainable waste management solutions
• Infrastructure and urban development projects 

aligned with environmental standards

Through targeted climate-smart lending/financing, 
the Bank finances technologies such as shade nets, 
greenhouses, tunnels, drip irrigation systems, 
Centre pivots, solar and wind energy installations, 
environmentally controlled poultry houses, and 



sustainable waste management systems.

These investments are designed to strengthen 
productivity, reduce vulnerability to climate shocks, 
enhance energy efficiency, promote a low-emission 
development path, and implement nature-based 
solutions, while maintaining prudent credit 
standards.

Demonstrated Track Record
Eswatini Bank’s green financing agenda is not 
theoretical; it is evidenced by substantial capital 
deployment across renewable energy, 
climate-smart irrigation, protected agriculture, and 
environmentally controlled livestock production.

To date, the Bank has deployed over E210.8 million 
in climate-aligned agricultural and renewable 
energy investments.

This includes:
• Iirrigation and water-efficiency systems, 

including large-scale sugarcane projects under 
LUSIP II utilizing drip and centre pivot 
technologies.

• E4.1 million in renewable energy and 
solar-powered solutions, including the 2026 
approval of E2,847,210 for solar power 
installation in a sugarcane project.

• E5.2 million in protected agriculture 
infrastructure, including shade nets, tunnels, 
and greenhouse systems that strengthen 
climate resilience and improve productivity.

• E41.8 million in environmentally controlled 
poultry and livestock facilities, supporting 
modern, energy-efficient, and biosecurity 
production systems.

• E94 million guarantees issued to support client 
supplying potable water to emaSwati, 
strengthening national water security 
infrastructure and reinforcing the Bank’s 
commitment to climate resilience, public health, 
and sustainable service delivery.

These investments demonstrate a well-diversified, 
strategically aligned green portfolio that enhances 
food security, improves water-use efficiency, 
reduces climate vulnerability, supports climate 
mitigation actions, renewable energy adoption, and 
strengthens the Bank’s long-term portfolio 
resilience.

Green financing at Eswatini Bank is therefore 
measurable, scalable, and embedded within our 
growth strategy, delivering both developmental 
impact and commercial sustainability.

Strategic Alignment with National Climate 
Action and NDC Implementation
Eswatini Bank further reaffirms its strong alignment 
with the Kingdom’s national climate action agenda 
and Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs). 
The Bank actively participates in national climate 
action training workshops and contributes to policy 
dialogue and implementation efforts that integrate 
climate resilience and green finance within the 
financial sector.

In support of national coordination, the Bank is 
represented in key climate platforms and technical 
committees and has engaged with the Green 
Climate Fund (GCF) during its official mission to the 
Kingdom of Eswatini, while also participating in 
information sessions on Locally Led Climate Action 
(LLCA). Through these engagements, the Bank 
contributes to strengthening the national 
Readiness Programme, supports the creation of an 
enabling environment for inclusive climate finance, 
and works to ensure that sustainable funding 
reaches vulnerable communities while catalyzing 
resilient infrastructure and green investments 
across the country.

Strengthening Institutional Capacity
As the Bank advances toward accreditation with the 
Green Climate Fund, we are further strengthening 



our environmental and social governance 
frameworks, climate risk management systems, 
and impact monitoring mechanisms in line with 
international best practice.

This progression enhances our ability to mobilize 
additional climate finance and expand access to 
sustainable funding solutions for farmers, 
agribusinesses, infrastructure developers, and 
government partners.
